Fahrman Center
coordinator also has been in contact with Fahrman Center and will be looking to establish a
permanent contact to help make contacting and setting up meetings easier for all involved. First
Offenders have been going well and we will be informed when the next class is set up.

She will be
posting the information received on the topics for treatment and members of the committee will
respond back to Megan with any questions or concerns before the workshop.

Positive Avenues reached out to the Treatment Committee to set up a meeting for the day time
homeless shelter.
